 Reconstruction of “Nikolay Haytov” park in Sapareva Banya starts as part of the project: entitled:"Balneological tourism - the future of health

Renovation of Nikolay Haytov Park,  construction of a disabled access facility, a sanitary unit for visitors, as well as an establishment of a football field and children's playgrounds are part of the activities envisaged within the project: "Balneological tourism - the future of Sapareva Banya, which was jointly implemented with the Serbian municipality of Sokobanja, under the Interreg-IPP Bulgaria - Serbia cross-border cooperation program 2014 - 2010. The main strategic objective of the Program is to stimulate a balanced and sustainable   development of the border region between Bulgaria and Serbia, integrated in the European space - achieved through smart economic growth, adaptation to the changes in the environment and improvement of the culture of education.

 The project also envisages the construction of lighting, landscaping of Nikolay Haytov park with appropriate tree species, as well as with  placement of signs for it’s popularization.

 The official start of the project was given yesterday, on March 26, 2018, at an opening press conference attended by the Mayor of Sapareva Banya –Mr. Kalin Gelev, the deputy mayor  Mr. Slavcho Kolarski, the chairman of the municipal council Mr. Ivan Kujov and the management team project of  Sapareva Banya Municipality - Eng. Evelina Nesheva, Eng. Silvia Nedialkova and Lyubka Margina. The event was attended by the  representatives of the Serbian municipality of Sokobanja: Vladimir Milovanovic - Deputy Mayor, Mr. Borislav Vulic -Project Manager, his assistant  and consultant Mr. A lexander Riestin and Mr. Ivica Naskovski- technical assistant of the project.  

 The Serbian Banjica Park will also  will be renovated  by  rehabilitation of the park lanes,  construction of a tartan trail  for running and accessibility facility for people with disabilities, and landscaping of the park.

The main goal of the project is to increase the attractiveness of spa and  balneological destinations in Bulgaria and Serbia. Target groups are local providers of tourism services, health care providers and postoperative treatment institutions, regional and national tourism organizations. Specific users of the project's results are expected to be residents of both cities, tourists and visitors, as well as patients with neurological, orthopedic and cardio-pulmonary diseases.

As part of the implementation of the project, a Joint Strategy for    development of the two resort towns - Sapareva Banya and Sokobanja will be developed, which will aim to achieve two main objectives:

- identifying the strengths and weaknesses of tourist cities in terms of services, accommodation, recreation, etc .;

- identify the target providers of health services in the field of orthopedic, neurological, cardiovascular diseases, etc. on both sides of which the advertising materials will be distributed.

The deadline for closing the activities is 14.12.2019 and the project value is 522167,63 euro.
